If you’ve served beyond the local church for an
hour or more in the past week, please put the card in the
offering plate. There’s nothing to fill out; we’re simply
tracking the percentage of those in attendance who have
served in the past week to help us know if we’re growing as
salty servants.

Examples of things several of us are involved in include
soup kitchen, volunteering at the hospital, Hart Felt Minis-
tries, Habitat for Humanity, scouting, even building a rela-
tionship with someone far from Christ.
